Hermes was one of the 12 Gods of Olympus, the son of Zeus and Maia.

He is considered to be the inventor of the lyre, which he fashioned from the shell of a tortoise. According
to Greek mythology, by playing it he managed to calm Apollo whom he had angered by seizing the cattle
of the gods and hiding them in a dark grotto. Hermes made a gift of the lyre to Apollo.

Zeus used Hermes as his messenger. With his winged sandals and cap he flew everywhere, carrying
the wishes of the gods, holding in his hands the caduceus which brought him good luck and riches.
Hermes also accompanied the souls of the dead to Hades.

He presided over commerce but also thieving, and was the god of health, the young, the shepherds, of
eloguence, roads, sleep and dreams. It was he who first discovered profit, weights and measures and
he gave mankind the first laws and regulations governing commercial transactions. Hermes also
decreed the rules of sport, in particular those of wrestling.

The finest statue of Hermes was created by Praxitelis and it is one of the world’s greatest works of art.
The statue has survived and may be seen in the archaeological museum of Olympia.
